Tsuen Wan Drainage Tunnel Project. It aims at relieving the
risk of flooding in Tsuen Wan and Kwai Chung. The Project
comprises of a drainage tunnel of 5.1km long with internal
diameter of 6.5 metres, three intakes at Wo Yi Hop, Lo Wai
and Tso Kung Tam and an outfall at Yau Kom Tau. The
collected runoff would eventually discharge to the Rambler
Channel through the Drainage Tunnel.

The Project was commenced on 28 Dec 2007 for anticipated
completion in end 2011. The construction cost is around
$1,123 million.

Progress of Construction

Ongoing activities in the following work fronts include
pre-construction condition survey of adjacent buildings and
slopes, slope stabilization, erection of hoarding and safety
fencing, boulder stabilization, formation of internal access
road, tree transplantation and geotechnical instrumentations.
